Art. 52. 1. Report on the environmental impact of the project shall include, except for the proviso of section 1a:

1) the description of the planned project and in particular:
a) the characteristics of the entire project and the conditions of land utilization at the stage of implementation and exploitation,

b) the main features of the production processes,

c) predicted amount of emission resulting from the functioning of the planned project;
2) the description of the components of the natural environment included in the scope of the predicted impact of the planned project;
2a) the description of the protected, pursuant to the provisions of protection and care of historical monuments, historical monuments existing in the neighbourhood or in the impact range of the planned project;
3) the description of the analysed variants, including the variant:

a) consisting in not undertaking the project,

b) most favourable for the environment,

together with the justification of their choice;

4) determination of the predicted environmental impact of the analyzed variants, also including the case of the occurrence of a serious industrial crash and possible transboundary environmental impact; 
4a) annulled
5) the justification of the variant chosen by the applicant with the indication of its environmental impact and in particular its impact on:

a) people, animals, plants, water and air,

b) land surface with due regard to the mass movements of land, climate and landscape,
c) tangible assets,

d) old monuments and culture landscape, covered by the existing records and in particular covered by the register or registration of monuments,
e) interactions between the elements mentioned in letters a – d;

6) the description of significant predicted environmental impact of the planned project including direct, indirect, cumulated, short-, middle- and long-term, permanent and temporary environmental impact resulting from:
a) existence of the project,

b) utilization of the natural resources,

c) emission,

and the description of forecasted methods used by the applicant;

7) the description of predicted actions undertaken in order to prevent, limit or compensate the nature for negative environmental impact;
7a) for roads being projects which are able to significantly influence on the environment, abovementioned in article 51, section 1 point 1:

a) stating the specification concerning:

· rescue research of the defined old monuments located in the area of the planned project and being discovered in the course of building work,
· the programme of protecting the existing old monuments against the negative impact of the planned project and the protection of cultural landscape,

b) the analysis and assessment of possible threats and damage to the old monuments protected pursuant to the provisions of protection and care of historical monuments, and in particular the archaeological monuments in the area in which the project shall be implemented;

8) the comparison of the suggested technology with the technology fulfilling the requirements mentioned in article 143 if the planned project is connected with the use of installation, except for the proviso of article 143;
9) indication if it is necessary to establish the land – management intervention area for the planned project and defining the borders of such area, the limits of the scope of the purpose of the area, technical requirements concerning the structures and the ways of using them;

10) description of the issues in graphic form;

10a) maps for the projects mentioned in article 51, section 1, point1 that may have significant influence on the environment:

a) roads and railway lines:

· in the scale 1 : 10000 or greater – for projects localized on the areas being subject to protection pursuant to the Nature Protection Act of 16th April 2004 and on the area of their buffer zone,

· in the scale 1 : 25000 or greater – for projects in other area,

b) overhead power lines,

c)installations to transfer oil, oil products, reagents or gas;

11) analysis of possible social conflicts connected with the planned project;

12) presentation of the suggestion concerning the monitoring of the impact of the planned project at the stage of its implementation and exploitation;

13) indicating the difficulties resulting from technical deficiency or gaps in the present knowledge which have been identified while developing this project;

14) summary of the information included in this report in non-specific language;

15) the name of a person or persons drawing the report;

16) information sources constituting the basis of drawing the report.

1a) The authority, specifying the scope of the report, may – taking into consideration location, the nature and the scale of environmental impact – forbear from requirements having regard to the report content, mentioned in section 1 points 10, 11 and 12 and from requirements having regard to the description of the variant consisting in not undertaking the project; it shall not be applicable to roads and railway lines – being the projects mentioned in article 51, section1, point 1, which may have significant influence on the environment.
1b) The information mentioned in section 1 points 4 – 7 shall take into consideration the predicted impact of analysed variants in respect of the natural habitats and animal and plant species for which protection the area Natura 2000 was determined.
1c) If it is necessary to establish the land – management intervention area for the planned project, the certified by the proper authority recording map with the marked course of the borders of the area on which it is necessary to establish the land – management intervention area shall be attached to the report; it shall not be applicable to projects consisting in building national road.
1d) For project consisting in road conversion and for roads for which the decision mentioned in article 46, section 4 points 8 or 9 was given, the information mentioned in section 1 points 3-4 and point 5 are not applicable for locality variants of the planned project.
2. If the planned project is connected with using the installation being subject to obtaining integrated permit, the report on environmental impact of the project shall contain the comparison of proposed technique with the best available techniques.
3. The report on environmental impact of the project shall include the impact of the project at stages of its implementation, exploitation and closing out.
