| write to inform you that, after taking into account the information received, the Committee has
determined the communication to be inadmissible in accordance with paragraph 20(d) of the annex to
decision I/7 of the Meeting of the Parties due to a failure to demonstrate that the allegations made in the
communication fall within the scope of the provisions of the Convention.

If Green Salvation considers that the Committee’s determination that the communication is inadmissible
was based on a manifest error, it may request a reconsideration of the Committee’s determination of
admissibility.
