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 I. Introduction  

1. The fourth session of the Meeting of the Parties (MOP) to the Convention on Access 
to Information, Public Participation in Decision-making and Access to Justice in 
Environmental Matters (Aarhus Convention) will be held from 29 June to 1 July 2011 in 
Chisinau, at the invitation of the Government of the Republic of Moldova. The session will 
be preceded on Monday, 27 June, by the meetings of the Compliance Committee 
(scheduled for a full day, with the possibility of continuing until 29 June, as needed), the 
Bureau (morning), and the Working Group of the Parties (afternoon); and on Tuesday, 
28 June, by the meeting of the Working Group of the Parties (morning). The Compliance 
Committee, the Bureau and the Working Group of the Parties will consider, respectively, 
any possible open issues, as appropriate. 

2. The fourth session will consist of a general segment and a high-level segment. The 
general segment will take place on Wednesday, 29 June, and on Thursday, 30 June. The 
high-level segment will be held on Friday, 1 July.  

3. The high-level segment will target high-level officials, including ministers, vice-
ministers, State secretaries, other heads of delegations and special guests, and its thematic 
session will be dedicated to the theme: “The role of the Aarhus Convention in promoting 
sustainable development”. 

4. The high-level segment will be chaired jointly by the Minister of Environment of the 
host country and the minister responsible for development or economic issues of the host 
country, or such a minister from one of the other Parties, or an invited guest with a strong

international background on the subject. It will have the format of a panel discussion 
involving ministers, non-governmental organizations (NGOs), financial institutions, 
humanitarian affairs agencies and youth organizations, followed by a general debate 
addressing the role of the Aarhus Convention in promoting sustainable development 
through assuring environmental rights. The session will provide input to the United Nations 
Conference on Sustainable Development, to be held in 2012 (Rio+20).
