The purposes of the non-profit groups listed above isto present the proposal “For a
PRTR for Mexico” to donor organizations that would help develop and support the
operation of the entire project outlined or parts of it for a 24-month period.

The groups involved are members of the North American Commission for Environmental
Cooperation (CEC) Advisory Committee for North American PRTRs and of the Mexican
Environmental Secretariat (Semarnat) Technical Advisory Committee for the PRTR in
Mexico.

The initiative to congtitute the proposal “For a PRTR for Mexico” and present it to the
CEC for seed money was first discussed at the CEC PRTR advisory committee meeting
and associated tri-national NGO meeting in Washington, D.C. in October 2003 and most
recently at asimilar event held in October 2005 in Monterrey, Mexico. It was supported
by representatives of the following U.S. and Canadian NGOs:

The proposal “For a PRTR for Mexico” explains the above information and goes on to
relate a chronology of PRTR development to date in Mexico. It then puts forth the overall
and specific objectives of the project.

The general thrust isto achieve aPRTR in Mexico comparable to those of the United
States and Canada, and make it accessible as a useful tool to various sectors, for which
capacity building needs support, first for the NGOs themselves, and then for other
stakeholders whose training would be facilitated by the NGOs.

In itsfifth section, the proposal outlines the strategy, which is that each of the
organizations involved will take charge of the needs that pertain to its specialization area.
Evaluations of progress will be performed two times yearly by each organization once a
year for itswork and once ayear for the overall project, it says.

The work program is then described, organization by organization for the 24-month
period. By reading each organization’s commitment, foundation representatives can
easily see which projects severa organizations will be sponsoring and which ones will be
undertaken separately as part of the overall effort. The program segments are
accompanied by U.S.-dollar budget proposals.

Finally, curriculums of each participating organization are included.

The authors have asked the North American Commission for Environmental Cooperation
to provide seed money to support people to spend time writing grant applications based
on this proposal “For a PRTR for Mexico.”

In addition, project personnel would be interested in knowing if the CEC and other
donors would be able to offer matching funds as an incentive for other potential
foundations that would receive the proposal.

Further, if the CEC and other donors have financial support available for concrete aspects
of the proposal, authors would be grateful to receiveit.

Another way in which the donors might support this project would be to act as a conduit
to receive grant money and distribute it. For that, the authors would include a 10-15
percent additional funding request to foundations that would receive the proposal.

Finally, since the proposal isin Spanish, the authors would appreciate help from the CEC
or other agenciesin translating it to English.

Apoyar y participar con agencias de gobierno, industrias, centros de investigacion
y de educacion superior, asi como con organizaciones no gubernamentales, en €l
desarrollo del RETC.

Mantener comunicacién constante con agencias de gobierno, representantes de la
industria, centros de investigacion y de educacion superior y organizaciones no
gubernamentales del resto del mundo, paramejorar de manera constante la
aplicacion y difusion de resultados del RETC.
