Eter Chkhaidze, 83, Kobuleti

Eter Chkhaidze was born in Ozurgeti, in 1931. She graduated from the Faculty of Philosophy
at Thilisi State University. She later worked at the local newspaper in Kobuleti; from 1964, she
was the secretary responsible for the same newspaper. Later, she was the editor-in-chief of the
newspaper ‘Adjara P.S’. She has three children.

She believes that the journalism profession allows you to meet many people with a variety of
interests, fates and views. These meetings often leave an unforgettable impression. Mrs. Eteri is
glad that her articles and interviews had great resonance. Although she worked all day and
night to publish her articles she never complained about it.

“The gender issue is very real today. An undemocratic environment and government limits a
woman’s public activities. Great efforts are needed to overcome such limits. Demands of the
family routine are added to all of this. Our society believes that women are mostly mothers
and housewives, which leads to injustice," says Mrs. Eteri.

She thinks that the problem of elderly people in Georgia is low pensions, ignoring any length
of work service and merit. "Old age is a severe problem, isolation from society. I lived an active
life and I love public relations.”

“The Elderly Resource Centre provides an important step for isolated elderly people in the
community to return to life. The organization tries to engage them in meaningful activities,
such as training, events and sharing advice. This project has given us a second life."
