. PROVISIONS CONCERNING QUALITY

The purpose of the standard is to define the quadquirements fordame of produce} at the
export-control stage after preparation and packagin

However, if applied at stages following export,gwots may show in relation to the
requirements of the standard:
- aslight lack of freshness and turgidity

- <for products graded in classes other than therdE Class,> a slight deterioration due to
their development and their tendency to perish.

The holder/seller of products may not display smaducts or offer them for sale, or deliver or
market them in any manner other than in conformit this standard. The holder shall be
responsible for observing such conformity.
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A. Minimum requirements

In all classes, subject to the special provisiamsefch class and the tolerances allowed, the

- sound; produce affected by rotting or deterior@such as to make it unfit for
consumption is excluded

- clean, practically free of any visible foreign ttea {with regard to traces of soil, a
deviation from this provision is allowed, dependomgthe nature of the produce}

- practically free from pests

- free from damage caused by pests affecting & fl

- free of abnormal external moisture

- free of any foreign smell and/or taste.

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B. Packaging

any external or internal damage to the producee Ude of materials, particularly of paper or
stamps bearing trade specifications, is allowealiged the printing or labelling has been done

with non-toxic ink or glue.

Stickers individually affixed to the produce shadl such that, when removed, they neither leave
visible traces of glue nor lead to skin defects.

Packages (or lots for produce presented in bullgtrbe free of all foreign matter.

VI.  PROVISIONS CONCERNING MARKING

Each packadgenust bear the following particulars, in lettersuged on the same side, legibly
and indelibly marked, and visible from the outside:
