The Interparliamentary Assembly of the Eurasian Economic Community (EurAsEC), the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE), and the Not-for-Profit Partnership “Centre for Facilitation and Consulting on the establishment of Regional Electronic Government” are organizing an international scientific and practical seminar on the development of public-private cooperation in trade facilitation and its legislative regulation. The seminar will focus on the following subjects: 
(1) On the basis of the results and experience of the seminars organized by UNECE and EurAsEC in Moscow in 2006, Almaty 2007 and St Petersburg in 2008, carry out a seminar to review the specificities of the legislative basis for e-commerce, e-documents and e-signatures in the EurAsEC countries. The seminar will also review the alignment of this legislation with international norms – draft proposals on the modernization and amendment of national laws. 
Objective – draft recommendations / road map / strategy for the amendment and creation of an adequate legal environment for : 
· Efficient functioning of the system of e-Government;

· Building a harmonized system of electronic signature and electronic document exchange.

(2) Study the experience in building Single Window systems in the European Union, with a view to utilize it in the EurAsEC countries. Discuss the experience of the Russian Federation in implementing the SAD, and analyze the current reforms in the EurAsEC countries related to the accession to the International Convention on the Simplification and Harmonization of Customs procedures. 
(3) On the Customs Union of Belarus, Kazakhstan, and the Russian Federation: review the development of the new Customs Code of the Customs Union. The objective of the Code is to help harmonize the systems of Customs administration, simplify Customs procedures, and align them with international standards. The seminar will also review the issues arising in the negotiations of the countries members of the Customs Union to the World Trade Organization. 
Representatives of the EurAsEC Member States and other countries will take part in the seminar. These will include Members of National Parliaments, representatives of Customs services, Ministries of economic development and trade, experts from international organizations.
