The Convention will enter into force for Jordan on 13 February 2009 in accordance with its
article 17 (2) which reads as follows:

"After five States have deposited their instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or
accession, this Convention shall enter into force for further Contracting Parties three months after the
date of the deposit of their instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession.”
