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Proposal on Chapter 1, article 1 (8)
3. Those provisions apply, when the vessel has a ship’s certificate and the construction and the equipment of the vessel correspondent with the content of the ship’s certificate.

4. Without prejudice to paragraph 3 the in the ship’s certificate mentioned life-saving devices suitable for passengers shall be available on board of the vessel. Life-saving devices are suitable when they correspondent with the European Norm EN 395 : 1998, EN 396 : 1998,

EN ISO 12402-3 : 2006 or EN ISO 12402-4 : 2006 and  in a distribution for passengers corresponding number for adults and children available.

4. Without prejudice to paragraph 3 the in the ship’s certificate mentioned life-saving devices suitable for passengers shall be available on board of the vessel.  Life-saving devices shall be available in a distribution for passengers corresponding number for adults and children, in addition to which children till 30 kg body weight or 6 years of age only fixed block life-saving devices are allowed.

N.B. The first nr 4 is the present text of the Rhine regulations, but the changes in the second nr 4 are made and will be brought in to forth later this year. Those changes are necessary because of the result that cheaper life-saving devices has to be blown up by mouth en still are conform the EU Norm.
