Reference is made to document ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/32, which informs
about the progress made in the establishment of new and the revision of published
EN and EN ISO standards referenced or intended to be referenced in the
RID/ADR/ADN. It invites Members of the Joint meeting to comment on draft stan-
dards at enquiry and formal vote stage, provided on the dedicated CEN internet-site.

Since the last session of September 2009, three dispatches of seven draft standards
together with assessments by the CEN consultant were made available with dead-
lines 31 October 2009, 31 January and 15 February 2010. All comments received are
consolidated in this document.

The Working Group on Standards discussed this paper during the March 2010 ses-
sion. The revised version of this document includes the comments agreed by this
Group. These comments need to be considered by the relevant standardizing bodies
for the further preparation of the standards as conditional for their adoption for refer-
ence in RID/ADR/ADN.

Proposals on the amendment of RID/ADR/ADN to become effective by 1.1.2013 are
part of the separate meeting report of the Working Group on Standards (INF.41).
