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Conclusions and Recommendations

The participants thanked UNECE and the Georgian Revenue Service for the
organization of the Customs-to-Customs data exchange Workshop in Thilisi
(Georgia) on 22-23 June 2015.

In conclusion:

Participants agreed that Customs-2-Customs (C2C) -electronic exchange of
information will greatly support risk assessment for transit operations and,
ultimately, facilitate legitimate trade, improve and secure border crossing as well as
reducing related costs. Moreover, they pointed out that internationally standardized
Bussiness-2-Customs (B2C) electronic messages for transit not only facilitate the
submission of information by the business community but also the exchange of data
among customs administrations.

Participants stressed the importance of computerizing the TIR procedure (eTIR).
They underlined the importance of carrying out pilot projects, not only to
demonstrate the feasibility of the concepts devised over the years, but also to fine-
tune the technical design of the solution that will ultimately be implemented. They
also emphasized that, in parallel to the pilot projects, all efforts should be made to
prepare the legal framework of eTIR, possibly, in the form of a protocol, which will
formulate the provisions required for the TIR procedure to work paperless.

Moreover, participants recognized the importance of the World Customs
Organization (WCQ) data model, not only for standardizing the submission of
information from the private sector to governments, but also to facilitate the
exchange of data between customs administrations. They recalled the importance of
C2C data exchange as a fundamental part of the SAFE Framework of Standards as
well as for the Globally Networked Customs (GNC) concept.

Furthermore, participants welcomed the information on the features of the United
Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) ASYCUDA program
that allows the management of transit operations, such as TIR or the common
transit, as well as B2C and C2C data exchange.

Finally, participants greatly welcomed the exchange of best practices and the
opportunities provided to learn, in more detail, how data exchange issues related to
transit are dealt with in other countries.

Participants underlined the importance of conducting similar events on topics such
as risk management and other innovations in the customs area.

All participants completed an evaluation form. The results of the evaluation are
presented in Annex.
