�� Some countriesSome countries still do not still do not give potentially affected publicgive potentially affected public in in 
neighboruring countries accessneighboruring countries access to to such participationsuch participation or or equal accessequal access
to to judicialjudicial and administrative and administrative proceduresprocedures

�� WGI WGI pointspoints to a to a number of good examples of participation number of good examples of participation 
modelsmodels, and , and thethe Assistance Programme should takeAssistance Programme should take up these up these 
issuesissues
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�� VeryVery general general replies received which didreplies received which did not not allowallow for a full for a full 
assessment of state ofassessment of state of playplay

�� Most Most countriescountries handle handle these issues through theirthese issues through their land land useuse planning planning 
systemssystems

�� Some countries applySome countries apply risk risk assessmentsassessments in in this regardthis regard, , but no country but no country 
referredreferred to to particular methodologies particular methodologies or or specificspecific risk risk acceptanceacceptance or or 
decision criteriadecision criteria

�� WGI WGI recommendsrecommends that information exchange on this topic that information exchange on this topic 
shouldshould be be strengthenedstrengthened and and invites countries thatinvites countries that do not have do not have 
adequateadequate systems to systems to apply available guidanceapply available guidance material material

cuttingcutting areas and areas and how they arehow they are interinter--linkedlinked in in national legislationnational legislation and and 
practices wouldpractices would have have been valuablebeen valuable in order to in order to establishestablish a more a more 
complete picturecomplete picture

�� Even Even if thereif there is an is an improvementimprovement in in reportingreporting from EECCA and SEE from EECCA and SEE 
countries therecountries there is still is still needneed for for improvementimprovement, , particularlyparticularly as as regards regards 
collection ofcollection of data to be data to be reportedreported

�� Better Better national coordinationnational coordination and and cooperationcooperation is vital to is vital to achieve thisachieve this

�� WGI WGI recommendsrecommends the Strategicthe Strategic Approach Approach for for thethe Assistance Assistance 
Programme to be Programme to be applied with self evaluationapplied with self evaluation as a as a basicbasic elementelement

vital, vital, alsoalso by by showing furthershowing further progress progress they are achievingthey are achieving in in implementing the implementing the 
ConventionConvention ((practical applicationpractical application))

�� Need Need to to strengthen practical application of the Conventionstrengthen practical application of the Convention ((particularly on particularly on 
implementation of legislationimplementation of legislation and and proceduresprocedures) in EECCA/SEE ) in EECCA/SEE countriescountries is is 
obviousobvious –– Assistance ProgrammeAssistance Programme and and its Strategic Approach shouldits Strategic Approach should be be seenseen
as as the right toolthe right tool

�� New and New and simplified reporting proceduresimplified reporting procedure, , focusing onfocusing on progress progress achievedachieved and and 
practical applicationpractical application, , should should be be investigatedinvestigated

ImportantImportant :: future reporting should aim future reporting should aim at at collecting collecting the most relevant 
information on implementation status and progress , ensuring that 
EECCA and SEE countries learn from good practices of other countries, 
but imposing NO additional burden
