programme of work of the protocol on water and HEALTH FOR 2014-2016: 
PRIORITY needs of UNECE/who-euro member states and partners
This questionnaire is addressed to the focal points of the UNECE/WHO-Europe Protocol on Water and Health to the UNECE Convention on the Protection and Use of Transboundary Watercourses and International Lakes (Water Convention), and it has been developed in follow-up to a decision taken by the Bureau of the Protocol at a meeting held in October 2012. 

The questionnaire invites countries and partners to indicate their priorities and to propose specific activities that they would like to undertake as part of the Protocol programme of work during the next triennium. The responses will help streamlining the activities in light of new regional and global developments, as well as of opportunities to mobilize resources, and will inform the discussions on the work to be carried out by different Protocol bodies, at a strategic workshop planned to be held in Geneva on 13-14 March 2013.
At this workshop, the members of the Bureau and representatives of various stakeholders from Parties and non-Parties, donor community, non-governmental and international organizations will brainstorm on and input to the direction of the future work of the Protocol with a view to produce the draft programme of work for 2014-2016 for consideration by the sixth session of the Working Group on Water and Health (Geneva, 4-5 July 2013). Following the discussions by the Working Group, the final draft of the document will be prepared for adoption by the third session of the Meeting of the Parties to the Protocol on Water and Health (tentatively scheduled for 25-27 November 2013 in Oslo).
Focal points are requested to facilitate equal involvement of experts from relevant health, environment and water management authorities to ensure that the views, needs and approaches of all sectors concerned are taken into account in the completion of the questionnaire. Therefore for country replies, it is strongly encouraged to submit one questionnaire for country and that the questionnaires are jointly filled in by experts from the health, environment and the water sectors.

The questionnaire consists of two parts. Part I provides for identification of up to five priority issues/challenges for the implementation of the Protocol. Part II provides for identification of activities that should be implemented to address the top three priority issues mentioned in part I.
