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OUTLINE OF THE REGIONAL IMPLEMENTATION REPORT
Prepared by the joint secretariat

1. According to article 6 of the Protocol, Parties shall set targets and target dates within two years of becoming a Party. Article 7 requires Parties to collect and evaluate data on their progress vis-à-vis achievement of the targets and on indicators designed to show how that progress has contributed towards preventing, controlling or reducing water-related disease. Furthermore, the Protocol stipulates that every three years, each Party shall provide to the secretariat for circulation to the other Parties a summary report of the data collected and evaluated. The summary reports shall also include an assessment of the progress achieved. The reports shall be in accordance with guidelines established by the Meeting of the Parties to the Protocol. The Meeting of the Parties shall evaluate progress in implementing the Protocol on the basis of these summary reports.

2. At its first session in January 2007, the Meeting of the Parties decided to develop guidelines for the summary reports for adoption at its second session, scheduled to be held in Bucharest, Romania, on 23-25 November 2010. At the same time, it also decided to use the draft guidelines for a first reporting exercise that would inform the second session of the Meeting of the Parties. A draft of these guidelines on setting targets, indicators and reporting as well as a template for reporting were endorsed at the second meeting of the Working Group on Water and Health (Geneva, 2-3 July 2009).
3. The first session of the Meeting of the Parties also requested the Task Force on Indicators and Reporting, with the assistance of the Compliance Committee and the joint secretariat, to prepare a report on the implementation status of the Protocol for consideration at its second session, based on the national reports received during the pilot reporting exercise. 
4. The present document contains an outline of the regional implementation report. As the Task Force will not have other meetings until the second Meeting of the Parties, the report will be prepared by a consultant under the supervision of the joint secretariat and of the Chairperson of the Task Force. A draft of the report will also be reviewed by the Working Group on Water and Health at its third meeting (Geneva, 24-25 May 2010).
5. The Task Force is invited to discuss and revise this draft outline taking into consideration that the reporting does not aim at comparing the countries but rather at identifying challenges in implementing the Protocol and therefore guiding future work.
