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Public organizations of EECCA countries are actively participating in the promotion and implementation of the Water Convention. For example, a lot is being done by the Ecoforum of Nongovernmental Organizations of the Republic of Kazakhstan to develop Integrated Water Management and significantly contribute to creating River Basin Councils. For now representatives of Ecoforum of Kazakhstan actively work in each Basin Council. Associations of Water Users dealing with water distributing on local level are created and works in Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan. A mechanism of public participation in the process of decision making through structures of International Fund of the Aral Sea Saving (IFAS) is developed.

On the regional scale, the creation of the Public Council at the Intergovernmental Commission on Sustainable Development (PC ICSD) should be highlighted. Taking into consideration the water-oriented agenda of the meetings of ministries in Astana in 2010 and 2011, the PC ICSD might be a partner during the preparation and holding of those meetings. Moreover the PC may assist in joining of Water Convention by new countries. 

Nevertheless, the development of civil society in EECCA countries is too slow especially in Central Asia. Not all bureaucracy officials realize the value of free civil society as a tool for raising the efficiency of economics resulting from independent control. Bureaucracies of some countries are actively creating their own Quasi NGOs to fill the real NGO niches and to prevent dangerous for those bureaucracies initiatives from the ground. We hope that International Community would be able to recognize “Who is who” and will help them to develop transboundary cooperation on the water issues evolving funds for capacity building and to support the initiatives.

Unfortunately mountain countries are not coming actively to join the Water Convention recognizing it as useful for downstream countries only. However by joining the Convention not only the possibility to have a joint platform for negotiations is appeared but also possibility to create whole legislation environment, to prevent conflicts and to impact on decision making are coming up.

An absence of projects and research work on saving the Aral Sea is a source of worry at the same time as up to 100 million tons of salt dust is being picked up from the former bottom of the Sea up to an altitude of 70 kilometers. It is obvious that such an absolutely new and massive source of aerosols that are equal to the activity of several volcanoes significantly impact on the weather not only on the local scale but on the global level too. It may fully serve as a trigger for global climate change. Moreover, the moisture evaporated from the Aral Sea due to prevailing north-west winds and thermal currents rising above the Karakum and Kyzylkum deserts used to be a source to replenish glaciers on the Pamir and Tien Shan mountains. This circulation does not exist anymore so the glaciers are quickly reducing their sizes. A solution for both problems might be moisturizing the bottom of the Sea with water saved due to implementing Integrated Water Management. It is necessary to  find a financing for maximally serious investigation of an influence of of the Aral Sea on local and global climate.

The trend to implement payment for ecosystem services is a hopeful sign. Such an approach is actual one especially  because many countries raise of using of water resources without carrying proper expertise and analysis of ecosystem's capacity.

However, in Central Asia such an approach will face serious difficulties because of immoderate coalescence of state power and their economics and the consequent impossibility to structurise market interaction. That is why we are suggesting the addition of points into the recommendations regarding payment for ecosystem services, explaining methods of structurising economical interactions in the new conditions both inside states and between states bound by transboundary water courses. 

One of the main principles of the IWRM – “the polluter pays” – is a basic principle for building markets of ecosystem services, but it needs a clearer answer to the question –“whom should the polluter pay?”

In this matter, the close interaction of the Water Convention and the Aarhus Convention is a necessity. Actually, the level and the average amount of pollutants in water are significant ecological information for downstream people and their attitude to the pollution should not be ignored by upstream people. In this case it is necessary to promote Pollutant Relies and Transfer Register (PRTR) along with supporting of creating transparent and publicly  available information systems both on water quality and on it's spatially distribution by using Geo Informational Systems (GIS). Providing of the transparency of those system is impossible without involving of civil society and scientific community of Central Asia and this will require a serious financial support from international donors.

Even if somehow one may justify the overuse of water upstream by one’s “rights to have the water courses as one’s own property inside one’s own territory,” nevertheless it cannot justify any polluting of rivers by anything.

People are continuing to use rivers as a free-of-charge, convenient and hidden vehicle to remove many kinds of waste, trash, drainage and sewage waters away from their own county, state or region. Nowadays, there is an incapability of the rivers to self-clean because of the giant amount of waste and persistent organic pollutants.  The accepted levels of concentration of pollutants in the water are surpassed by a great amount. The rights of downstream subjects for water with the same quality as it is at the source are destroyed. We face violation of human rights not based on race or gender but on geography. The invisibility of waste in the water and a lack of control provoke some subjects to hide in water the evidence of many kinds of violation. Such behavior, looking very much like criminal behavior, is unworthy of a human being. It should be eliminated just like racism, slavery and gender inequality. 

Recognizing water as something sacred should become a sign of high culture and respect for the neighbors of any nation. 

It is time for the United Nations to act as the conscience of humanity and come up with an initiative to end one of the last inequalities on Earth, to stop any disposal into any water!
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
