Report on the steps they have taken to implement relevant provisions of the Convention since fourth session of the Meeting of the Parties

Slovakia as EU member country is implementing Water Framework Directive and related EU directives. This December first Water Management Plan in Danube basin and corresponding national plans will be finalized. These water management plans are implementing also relevant provisions of the Water Convention.


Trans-border cooperation is organized via International Commission for the Protection of the Danube River ICPDR including Ukraine as EU non member country (Ukraine is the party of the Water Convention). Bilateral cooperation with neighboring countries is implemented via bilateral border commissions.

In April 2009 International Water Assessment Centre IWAC as supporting body for the implementation of the Water Convention – was inaugurated in Slovakia. Memorandum of Understanding on IWAC between the Slovak Government and UNECE was signed. The Slovak Hydrometeorological Institute is hosting IWAC in Slovakia.

Activities of IWAC are organized according the corresponding work plans. Slovakia expects that this Meeting of the Parties will set up the strategy and work plan of IWAC for next period 2010 - 2012. Slovakia will take all necessary steps for implementation of this plan.
