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PROGRAMME OF WORK FOR 2001 TO 2004

(Item 8 of the Provisona Agenda)

Note by the secretariat

The present document contains, f or the review and endorsement of the Committee, the integrated programme
of work of the Timber Committee and the FAO European Forestry Commission for the period 2001 to 2004.
It also draws the Committee’ s attention to a number of specific points for discussion and/or decision during
the session.

INTRODUCTION

1 The present document contains, for the review and endorsement of the Committee, the integrated
programme of work of the Timber Committee and the FAO European Forestry Commission for the period
2001 to 2004. The programme emerges from the strategic review process, which will be discussed under
item 3 of the provisonal agenda. It has been endorsed by the bureaux and takes into account the
recommendations of the Economic Commission for Europe at its fifty-sixth session (see item 2 of the
provisona agenda).
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2. The document also draws to the attention of the Committee a few items where decision or
discussion is considered necessary. The questions for the Committee’ s attention are summarised in bold
italic.

3. The Committee isinvited to review and endorse the integrated programme attached to the
present document according to the modalities developed during the strategic review process, which
are presented in document TIM/2001/2. The programme contains descriptions of work areas and
activities, a desirable allocation of secretariat resources and the mandates of all current teams of
specialists.

MATTERSFOR THE COMMITTEE’'SATTENTION

a) Team of specialists on forest products markets and marketing

4. The joint session in Rome decided to establish a team of specidists on this topic, subject to the
outcome of the strategic review. The mandate of the team was approved by the bureaux and the Joint
Working Party, and is annexed to the present document; the first meeting will take placeimmediately before
the Committee session. The team members will participate in the Committee’ s market discussions under
item 4 of the provisional agenda. The Committeewill beinformed orally of theresults of the team’ smeeiing
and its recommendations for its future work.

5. The Committeeisinvited to discusstheroleof thisteam, aswell asits methods of work, on the
basis of the oral presentation which will be made.

b) Activities of the Forest Communicators Network (FCN)

6. At itsmeeting in Slovakiain summer 2001, the FCN (formerly known as the team of specialistson
public relations) considered in detail how it was addressing each of the itemsin its mandate. Itsanadysisis
being issued in an addendum to the present document (T1M/2001/8/Add.1, notably the annex)

7. The Committeeisinvited to review the activities of the FCN, in thelight of its self evaluation,
and recommend how future work should be carried out.

C) Assistance to countriesin transition

8. The team of specialists on this topic is meeting in Debe (Poland) in September, together with
MCPFE, to review progress and make recommendations. The report and recommendations of the Debe
meeting will be issued as an addendum to the present document (TIM/2001/8/Add.2, to ke issued in

September).
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9. The Committeeisinvited to consider itsactivitiesto assist countriesin transition, in thelight of
the results of the Debe meeting, the strategic review, the recommendations of the Economic
Commission for Europe and UNECE/FAQ'’s responsibility as international coordinator for the
implementation of resolution H3, aswell asits comparative advantage and the resourceslikely to be
available.

d) Study tours

10. The 2001 study tour will take place in Poland on the theme of preparing the Polish forest and forest
products sector for entry into the EU. For following years, the secretariat has been in contact with a
number of potentia host countries. The secretariat proposesthat the 2002 tour take placein Germany (to be
confirmed) and the 2003 tour in Portugd (to be confirmed). A short tour would aso be organised in
conjunction with the EFC session in Spain in November 2002. A preliminary programme for the 2002 tour
will be issued as an addendum to the present document (T1M/2001/8/Add.3).

11 The Committee isinvited to accept with thanks the offer of Germany to host the 2002 study
tour and of Portugal to host the tour in 2003, and to authorise the secretariat to make the necessary
arrangementswith host countries. 1t may also wish to urge countries, notably their heads of Timber
Committee and EF C delegations to make every effort to ensure that all potential participants are
aware of the tours so that arrangements can be made well in advance.

e) Resour ces for implementing the integrated programme

12. The question of the adequacy of the resources availableto carry out the programmeisdiscussedin
more detail in TIM/2001/2 (strategic review). The secretariat would welcome contributions of resources
under al thoseitems of the programme marked with <X> in the dlocation of resourcestable, but it considers
the priority at present to beto strengthen the EFSOS programme to ensure that adequate quaity isachieved,
without excessive delays. The secretariat is carrying out its own fund raising exercise, and invites any
country wishing to contribute to the implementation of the programme to get into contact with it to discuss
modalities: loan of experts or junior professionals, access to research or other funding, contribution to trust
funds, payment of travel for participants at workshops etc.

13. The Committeeisinvited to urge countriesto consider whether they can contribute resources
to the implementation of the integrated programme. Delegations are invited to explore before the
session whether their countries could contribute in this way and to contact the secretariat before
making any announcement. The Committee is also invited to thank all those countries which have
contributed to the work in the past year.

f) Self-evaluation of programme
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14. Programme managers in UNECE as in other parts of the UN system are expected to carry out a
self evaluation report in order:

a) To determine the relevance, efficiency, effectiveness and impact of the activities in relation to
their objectives.

b) To enable the secretariat to engage in systematic reflection, with aview to increasing the
effectiveness of the main programmes of the Organization by altering their content and if necessary
reviewing their objectives.

15. These reports provide an assessment, by programmemanagers, of the quality, relevance, impact and
usefulness of selected clusters of activities and/or mgjor outputs of sub-programmes. Findings should be
based on evidence, such as readership surveys, records of opinions of independent experts and views of
clientsand users. The Committee secretariat is carrying out an assessment based on the strategic review,
the survey of users of the Timber Bulletin and the survey of the use and implications of TBFRA. Thissdlf-
evauation will be issued as TIM/2001/8/Add.4.

16. The Committee isinvited to take note of the self-evaluation and to comment on it. The self-
evaluation and the Committee’'s comments will be transmitted to the Office of Internal Oversight
Services at UN HQ which isresponsible for evaluation of all UN programmes.

SEMINAR ON PROMOTING SUSTAINABLE USE OF WOOD AND OTHER FOREST
PRODUCTSAND SERVICES

17. At thejoint session in 2000, Romaniaoffered to host aseminar on the abovetopic. Discussionsare
under way with the Romanian authorities on the preparations for the seminar, scheduled for September
2002. It is hoped to present a draft programme to the Committee.

18. The Committee isinvited to review and endorse the proposals for the seminar which will be
presented to it.

WORKSHOPS ON THE CHANGING ROLE OF STATE FOREST SERVICES

19. Two workshops have been held on the above topic, in Sagadi (Estonia) in 2000 and in Salzburg
(Austria) in 2001. Both attracted high level participation from top managers of state forest services. At
Salzburg, therewereinformal proposalsfor further workshops on the sametheme, possibly in Ireland (2002),
France (2003) and Finland (2004), at the invitation of the forest services of those countries.
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20. The Committee is invited to approve the holding of these workshops, which have been
incorporated into the integrated programme.

Fulfil ECE and FAO's mandated functions in the forests and forest products sector of the ECE
region

Contribute to the regiona and global dialogue on forests, sharing experience among countries
Work with partners in the execution of programmes

Pay specid attention to issues relevant to countries in trangition, notably to capacity building. Their
integration into the wider European context as regards the forest sector should be promoted.
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UNECE TIMBER COMMITTEE AND FAO EUROPEAN FORESTRY COMMISSION
INTEGRATED PROGRAMME OF WORK, 2001-2005

24. Set out below is the integrated programme of work of the Committee and the Commission for the
period 2001 to 2005. Itsimplementation is overseen by the two bodies and their subsidiary bodies at their
regular meetings, which take place on the following schedule:

The Timber Committee meets annualy;

The European Forestry Commission (EFC) meets every two years (2002, 2004, etc.);

The Joint FAO/ECE/ILO Committee on Forest Technology, Management and Training meets every
two years (2002, 2004 etc.);

The Joint FAO/ECE Working Party on Forest Economics and Statistics meets every year.

25. The EFC Working Party on Management of Mountain Watersheds and the ARWC/EFC/NEFC
Working Party on Mediterranean Forestry Questions SilvaMediterranean report to the EFC. Their activities
are serviced by the FAO Forestry Department in Rome. However, their activities are not included in the
integrated work programme, as these activities are not integrated with those of UNECE.

26. The bureaux of the Committee and the Commission meet jointly every year to oversee the
implementation of the programme and prepare forthcoming sessions.

27. Theintegrated programmeisimplemented by the ECE and FAO staff in Genevaled by the Chief of
the Timber Section of the ECE Trade Division in close cooperation with the Forestry Department of FAO.

28. All activitiesare carried out in cooperation with partnersin internationa organisationsand countries.
29. Theintegrated programme contains five continuing work aress. 1n each of these, some programme

elements are of a continuing nature, while others have afixed duration and will be replaced periodically by
work on other topics.
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Work Area 1: MARKETSAND STATISTICS

Objective: Collect, anayse and disseminate information on forest products markets and forest fires in
cooperation with partnersin international organizations and countries. Provide forafor discussion of forest
products marketing, especialy in countries in transition, and on market developments and disseminate
current, neutral information in order to support sustainable development in the forest products sector.
