Proposal

Insert new paragraph 4.6.4, to read:

"4.6.4. Only type-approved belt routings shall be indicated on the ECRS. The
type-approved belt routings shall be green and no other colour. No other
belt routings shall be indicated.

Justification

1. This additional clause prevents that green indicators suggest a belt route outside the
remit of the type approval.

2. For instance an integral ECRS is type approved for statures up to 105cm and is
encouraging (unauthorised) non-integral use by its green belt route indicators
