The Kingdom of Morocco hosts the 2" Edition of the Kofi ANNAN road safety award in Marrakech on
September 25" and 26", 2023. This edition, which is held under the theme “Digital Transformation and
Innovations for Safer Roads”, is jointly organized by the Ministry of Transport and Logistics of Morocco, the
National Road Safety Agency (NARSA), the United Nations Economic Commission for Africa, the United
Nations Secretary-General’s Special Envoy for Road Safety and the Kofi ANNAN Foundation.

This Objective is
taken up by the African strategic orientations for the Decade of Action on Road Safety 2021-2030, adopted by
the African Union in 2021. The award also aims to recognize Kofi Annan’s significant contributions to road
safety and to inspire leadership and mobilize influential individuals to address the road safety crisis, particularly
in Africa.

The award recognizes governments, private sector, civil society, other organizations, as well as individuals who
have made outstanding contributions to road safety in Africa. The second edition of the award specifically highly
praises governments that have implemented serious measures and actions to achieve the objectives of the second
UN Decade of Action for Road Safety 2021-2030, aiming to halve road deaths by 2030.

Selection criteria for the award winners includes several basics of the Global and Regional Action Plans on Road
Safety, such as Road Safety Management, Innovation in road safety fields, reliable data management system,
